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TRIAGE

Skills Development Exercise Information Sheet

1. Review basic triaging points

a) Green – ambulatory, victims with minor or no injuries

b) Yellow – delayed, victims with non-life threatening injuries, but are unable to walk

c) Red – immediate, victims with life-threatening injuries

d) Black – dead victims

e) Ribbons are attached to the upper arm and are clearly visible – make sure they will not fall off

f) Scene size-up, body substance isolation, stay in teams
g) Voice triage – tag those who walk to you

h) Direct the greens to a designated area, possibly use them to help you in the future but need to keep tabs on exactly where all victims are
i) Continue triaging – 60 seconds with a patient, whole team moves together
j) RPM – Respirations, Perfusion, Mental Status

k) R – between 6 and 30 breaths per min. is good – if out of the range, tag red and move on
l) P – less than 2 sec. is good – if out of the range, tag red and move on
m) M – be able to answer simple questions
n) If victim is unconscious, not breathing, but has a pulse, attempt to reposition the airway using the head-tilt, chin-lift. If unsuccessful, try again, if still unsuccessful, tag black and move on

o) DO NOT perform the head-tilt, chin-lift procedure on any victim with a suspected spinal cord injury
